A first collection point for shoes will be set up at the Marathon’s Expo Village on Friday, October 24 and Saturday, October 25.

A partnership that brings together the world of sport and the circular economy, transforming the passion for running into a concrete act of environmental responsibility.

A passion for sport, expertise in waste management and environmental protection are the pillars of esosport, which is present throughout Italy with its network of collection points for end-of-life sports materials.


In participating Joma stores, customers will be able to deposit their worn-out shoes in the dedicated ESObox containers.

What might otherwise be considered waste destined for landfill finds new life through esosport, thanks to regeneration at the ESO RECYCLING “Amato Cannara” facility in Tolentino (Marche, Italy), specialized in the treatment of sports waste as well as waste from the fashion and work sectors, including PPE (personal protective equipment) collected through ESO’s “back to work” project.

At the ESO RECYCLING plant, new secondary raw materials are created in the form of colored granules, which are used to develop new projects and initiatives focused on environmental sustainability, including sports and playground surfaces, tiles and sports products.


“We are pleased to launch this collaboration with Joma, a brand that shares our values of sustainability and environmental responsibility. With this project, we aim to offer athletes a simple and concrete way to give new life to their end-of-use shoes, turning an everyday gesture into a real contribution to the circular economy. The Venice Marathon represents the ideal setting to launch this initiative,” said Nicolas Meletiou, Managing Director of esosport.
